• Child Tax Credit, and your annual income is 
less than £16,190  

• Guaranteed Pension Credit  

• Income-based Employment and Support 
Allowance  

• Working Tax Credit run-on  

• Universal Credit, and your annual household 
income is £7,400 per annum (£616 per 
month) or less after tax, and not including any 
benefits.
